Camera Placement

The Eye-Level Rule: Your

camera lens must be at exactly

the same height as your eyes.
Stable Footage: Never try to
hold your phone in your hand

while teaching.

Audio Control

Use a simple, budget-friendly
collar microphone

(Lavalier mic)

Kill the Echo: Empty rooms act
like giant bells, causing your voice
to bounce around.

Lighting

The Direction of Light: Always face
your light source.

The Golden Rule: Light should hit
your face directly and evenly.

Artificial Lighting: If you are
recording at night or in a dark room,
place a budget Ring Light directly

behind your camera, pointing toward
your face.

Your DIY Home Studio

Natural Light: Record facing a window
for soft, professional lighting. Avoid
backlighting.

Clean Audio: Use a quiet room with
rugs or curtains to reduce echo. Sound
is 70% of video quality!

Eye Level: Place your camera or laptop
on a stack of books to look directly at
your students.

Camera on
tripod, lens
at eye level

Soft carpeting will
absorb sound waves
and improve audio

Understanding Video Editing

Raw Footage: The original, unedited video material exactly as it was recorded
by the camera.

Trimming and Cutting: Remove every "umm," "uhh," and long pause. A fast-paced
video keeps the brain alert.

Timeline: It is a visual timeline where you drag, drop, cut, and arrange your clips in
the exact order you want.

B-Roll & Effects: When talking about a "Map," show a photo of the map instead of just
your face. This is called "B-Roll."
